Career and Technical Education at Legend High School will create opportunities for students to enrich
their educational experience and be better prepared for college or the future global workforce through
Science Technology Engineering and Math STEM fields. Career Clusters in Transportation and
Technical Sciences; Information Technology; Digital Animation; Agricultural and Natural Science;
Health Science and Public Safety; and Business and Public Administration are areas that will be
developed in conjunction with Arapahoe Community College and Industry Partners. These courses are
designed to provide dual or concurrent college credit, work experience and internships, certification
and employability skills, leadership through hands on application, and critical thinking.

Students will learn all aspects of video
production, including camera techniques, editing,
directing, lighting and sound. Introduces students to
digital non-linear video editing. Students will capture,
compress, edit, and manipulate video images using
a personal computer. Assembly techniques including
media management, editing tools, titles, and motion
control; transitions and filters, and special effects are
explored. Students will produce several video
projects, including commercials, short films,
documentaries, and television-style productions.
Students enrolled in this course are expected to
complete work requiring a high degree in
independence and responsibility.

American Tapestry and Composition

Credit: 1.0

Grade: 11, 12

Prerequisite: Recommended for juniors or seniors
who are interested in broadening their
reading/writing horizons.

This yearlong course exposes students to
literature from various subcultures in the United
States with an emphasis upon twentieth century
literature. The course will give students an
opportunity to understand and appreciate a
spectrum of U.S. authors through the genres of
novel, drama, short story, nonfiction, and poetry.
There is a strong emphasis on reading as
homework. This course teaches the college-
bound student to write clearly and effectively.
Students will compose expository essays,
narrative essays, personal opinion argumentative
essays, research-based persuasive essays, and
essay test responses.

AP English Language & Composition

Credit: 1.0 +

Grade: 11,12

Fee: The cost of the AP exam is approximately
$87.00. Recommended, but not required,

purchase of class textbooks (TBA) and
novels/works studied in class. See instructor for
full list.

Prerequisite: Recommended for juniors or seniors
who have strong reading and writing skills in
addition to strong work/study habits. Students must
attend a mandatory informational meeting,
complete assigned summer reading and
assignments, and take the Advanced Placement
exam in the spring.

The Advanced Placement English Language and
Composition course is designed for accelerated
students who are preparing to take the AP
Language and Composition examination for
college. The AP English Language course engages
students in becoming skilled readers of mainly
nonfiction prose written in a variety of periods,
disciplines, and rhetorical contexts, including
argumentation and persuasion. The class also
prepares students in becoming skilled writers who
compose for a variety of purposes. Both the
students’ writing and their reading should make
them aware of the interactions among a writer’s
purposes, audience expectations, and subjects.
Because students who pass the AP exam may earn
college credit, the degree of difficulty is high.
Students will learn to write persuasively, using
appropriate rhetorical strategies. They will also
learn to analyze diction, syntax, and figures of
speech as part of the deconstruction of language;
they also will understand rhetoric in the context of
visual arguments, such as advertisements and
documentaries.

Prerequisite: Recommended for juniors or seniors
who have strong reading and writing skills in
addition to strong work/study habits. Students must
attend a mandatory informational meeting,
complete assigned summer reading and
assignments, and take the Advanced Placement
exam in the spring.

This college-level yearlong course encourages
students to think and write critically about literature
and prepares students for the AP Literature and
Composition exam. The course is designed to
engage students in the careful reading and critical
analysis of imaginative literature (poetry, stories,
plays, novellas, and novels). This course includes
the in-depth reading of texts drawn from multiple
genres, periods, and cultures, concentrating on
works of recognized literary merit. Through the
close reading of selected texts, students can
deepen their understanding of the ways writers use
language to provide both meaning and pleasure for
their readers. As they read, students should
consider a work's structure, style, and themes, as
well as such smaller-scale elements as the use of
figurative language, imagery, symbolism, and tone.
Writing will include timed critical analysis on prose
and poetry, formal papers, creative writing, poetry
explications, reflection pieces, and dialectical
journals. Because students who pass the AP exam
may earn college credit, the degree of difficulty is
high.

Course Descriptions
(Elective Credit)

5042051 & 50420S2 Yearbook

Credit: 1.0 elective credit

Grade: 9, 10, 11, & 12

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation required.

During this yearlong course students will produce
the school yearbook, Epic. In doing so students will
learn and use journalism skills such as copy and
caption writing, editing, layout design, and
photography. Students will also gain experience
with technology, leadership, teamwork, and time
management. Yearbook Staff requires students to
be available after school to cover events and meet
deadlines and emphasizes a team approach to
successful publication.

50470 Creative Writing |
Credit: 0.5 elective credit
Grade: 10, 11,12
Prerequisite: None

This course focuses on the creative genres of
writing: poetry, fiction, memoir, and drama.
Students are taught structures and models from
each genre, and are then assigned various writing
activities within the genres. Students are also
expected to engage in extensive critiquing, editing,
and rewriting activities. Writers are required to
share their writing with classmates.

50480 Creative Writing Il

Credit: 0.5 elective credit

Grades: 10, 11,12

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Creative
Writing I.

This semester-long course is designed for students
who wish to continue their writing experiences by
developing longer pieces of writing which will be
submitted to contests and publications. Writers will
also help edit and contribute to a literary magazine.
Students will read, study and emulate models of
writing; they will also prepare a lesson on writing and
present it. Class members will read their work to one
another in peer revision groups for feedback and
editing purposes. Students will create and maintain a
portfolio of original work which will include revisions of
previous works and new works. Homework, especially
in the form of outside-the-class writing time, is an
essential part of this course. Students must be
motivated and independent writers.
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5041351 & 50413S2 Journalism/Newspaper
Credit: 1.0 elective credit

Grades: 9, 10, 11,12

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation required.

In this yearlong course, students will learn and
practice the following journalism skills: interviewing,
writing, editing, press law, page design, advertising,
and photography. Students will use those acquired
skills to produce the school newspaper, The Forum.
Students will be required to write for every issue, to
stay after school as needed, and to attempt ad
sales. Teamwork, leadership, and journalistic
ethics will be emphasized.

To pass the
class students will be required to attend a
minimum of two tournaments during the course
of each semester. Tournaments are held on
Saturdays at area schools and a student is
committed to attend for the entirety of the
tournament. Students will choose from a variety of
events, including dramatic, humorous and poetry
interpretation, duo interpretation, original oratory,
Policy Debate, and extemporaneous speaking.
Also, students need to be self-motivated and able to
work independently.

40576 Reading and Writing Strategies

Credit: 0.5 elective credit

Grades: 9, 10

Prerequisite: Low CSAP scores, below grade level
reading/writing skills; teacher recommendation.

This course is required for students who have not
shown reading proficiency through the CSAP test or
other measures. Through specific instruction based
on individual needs, students will be taught reading
strategies to increase comprehension and
motivation. Students will use writing as a tool to
communicate responses and reactions to reading.
Though at times whole group instruction will be
necessary, the primary focus of the class is
differentiated, individualized instruction determined
by ongoing assessment of students’ needs.

Science

Credit: 1.0

Grade: 9, 10

Earth/Environmental Science is a high-school-level
course in which students will master DCSD
Essential Learnings related to earth, atmosphere,
oceans, and space.

The relationship
between these earth systems and living systems
will be explored so that students will be able to
make informed decisions regarding the use and
care of the resources the earth provides. This
course will also emphasize experimental design
and research.

Credit: 1.0

Grade: 10

Prerequisite: Teacher recommendation and
signature required.

Credit: 1.0

Grade: 9, 10, 11

Prerequisites: Strong science foundation, grade B or
higher in g" grade science and teacher
recommendation and signature required.

Expenses: $10 District Science Fee paid at

registration; students may be required to purchase a lab

notebook.

This is a laboratory-based course in which students
will master DCSD Essential Learnings related to living
organisms, their life processes, and their relationships
with each other and the environment. This biology
course focuses on critical thinking using scientific
method, scientific reasoning based on evidence,
communication, and examination of ethical
issues/social and historical aspects of biology.
Concepts studied may include nature of science,
biomolecules, cell processes, genetics, biotechnology,
biodiversity and taxonomy, change over time
(evolution), homeostasis in organisms, and ecology.

The core topics taught include
molecules and cells; heredity and evolution; and
organisms and populations. The successful AP
Biology student should understand that science is a
process, not an accumulation of facts; recognize the
unifying themes of biology; and apply biological
knowledge and critical thinking to environmental and
social concerns. Students will be expected to design
and carry out experimental procedures, as well as
apply theoretical principles and analyze experimental
results. Laboratories may require class work outside
of regularly scheduled class time. Computer access
(at home) to the internet is essential. Students are
expected to take the AP Exam in May.

Credit: 1.0

Grades: 10, 11,12

Chemistry covers the broad concepts upon which
modern chemistry rests, including the mathematics of
science, atomic structure, naming and writing
formulas, chemical reactions, stoichiometry, gasses,
periodicity, bonding, kinetics and equilibrium, solutions
and concentrations, acids and bases, with possible
enrichment in: redox, thermochemistry, nuclear
chemistry, and organic chemistry/biochemistry. When
applicable, chemistry topics will be taught in the
context of major Earth and environmental ideas,
including earth composition and processes,
responsible use of natural resources, energy transfer
in Earth systems, and health of ecosystems.
Laboratory work is an essential part of the course
requiring extensive data analysis.

80385S1 & 80385S2 Chemistry Honors @
Credit: 1.0

Grades: 9, 10, 11,12

Prerequisite: Grade B or better in Algebra I,
currently enrolled in Honors Geometry or Algebra ll,
successful completion of previous science and
math classes with grade B or better, and teacher
recommendation and signature required.
Expenses: $10 District Science Fee paid at
registration; students may be required to purchase
lab notebook.

This course is designed for exceptionally qualified
and motivated students and will prepare them for
AP level courses. Honors Chemistry covers the
broad concepts upon which modern chemistry
rests: mathematics of science, atomic structure,
naming and writing formulas, chemical reactions,
stoichiometry, gasses, periodicity, bonding, kinetics
and equilibrium, solutions and concentrations, and
acids and bases. There is possible enrichment in
redox, thermochemistry, nuclear chemistry, and
organic chemistry/biochemistry. When applicable,
chemistry topics will be taught in the context of
major Earth and environmental ideas, including
earth composition and processes, responsible use
of natural resources, energy transfer in Earth
systems, and health of ecosystems. Laboratory
work, requiring extensive data analysis, is an
essential part of the course work, requiring
extensive data analysis, is an essential part of the
course.

Credit: 1.0 + P
Grades: 10, 11, 12

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Chemistry or
Chemistry Honors, currently enrolled in or passed
Algebra Il, and teacher recommendation and
signature required.

Expenses: $10 District Science Fee paid at
registration; cost of AP exam; possible lab book fee.

Comparable to a first year college chemistry course,
this course is an in-depth study of the principles and
concepts in chemistry. Students are required to
demonstrate an understanding of these principles
through application in a laboratory situation. Content
includes structure and bonding, stoichiometry,
thermodynamics, kinetics and quantitative analysis.

Anatomy and Physiology is an advanced, lab-
oriented course designed to expose the student to
in-depth studies of the structures of the human
body, functions of the body systems, and human
diseases and disorders.

Credit: 1.0 +

Grade: 11, 12

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Physics or
AP Physics B, successful completion AB or BC
Calculus, or currently enrolled in BC Calculus.
Teacher recomm. & signature required.

Expenses: $10.00 District fee paid at registration,
textbook, and cost of AP exam.

Students employ
spatial concepts and landscape analysis to analyze
human social organization and its environmental
consequences. They also learn about the methods
and tools geographers use in their science and
practice.

language, religion, other cultural traits around the
globe, and the dynamics of human populations
growth and movement. LHS students are strongly
encouraged to take the AP exam and it is a major
focus of the course content and instruction.
