You must set up an account for your school, add the Windsor Invite to your 

calendar, and set up your roster before you can make entries into the meet.   I am asking all coaches to email Keven Jeldon at 

refco10@yahoo.com once your have submitted your entries so that we can be sure your team has been entered. The meet is 

currently open and will be open until Friday, April 2
nd

 at 10:00 pm.  No changes will be made after this time!!  ONLY 

SCRATCHES WILL BE DONE THE MORNING OF THE MEET!  Please contact Brock Boettcher at (970) 590-2070 

about seeding. 

 

2) Also enclosed is a time schedule for the meet 

 

3) This will be a CHSAA State qualifying meet. 

 

4) The track and infield will be kept free of all persons except those athletes competing and actively warming-up.  Coaches 

and athletes who are on the infield and track (who are not competing at that time or actively warming up) will be just cause 

for the disqualification of athletes, team, and teammates.  There is plenty of grass area outside the fence for warming up. 

 

5) No dressing facilities will be available.  Please bring your athletes dressed and ready to compete when they arrive. 

 

6) Spikes will be 1/8”.  Anyone using longer spikes will be disqualified for the meet.  Please ask your athletes not to wear their 

spikes in the seating area. 

 

7) Schools are asked to bring their own marker for field events and relays.  Any participants or team member who scratches or 

marks runways on the track surface will be immediately disqualified for the meet. 

 

8) Starting Heights:  Pole Vault- Girls 6’0”  High Jump- Girls 4’4”  

        Boys 8’0”         Boys 5’4” 

       

9) Awards for this year’s meet:

10) The Windsor track is 8 lanes, All-Weather surfaced, and 400 meters.  Runways are all-weathered surfaced.  Shot and discus 

pads are concrete. 

 

11) Concessions will be available. 

 

12) Athletes, coaches, and managers will not be given times at the finish line or at the announcer booth.  Do Not Ask!  Times in 

order of finish will be officially posted. 

 

13) Coaches will pick-up their packets in the school cafeteria and the coaches meeting will be held in the cafeteria as well.  

Coffee and donuts will be available. 

 

14) Entry fee is $90.00 per boys team and $90 per girls team.  $180.00 total.
